Physicians participating in the LKA must correctly answer 500 questions over five years to meet the Performance Standard and receive a passing score. All assessment questions are written by a committee of expert physicians in their discipline. 

Regular knowledge assessments are critical to providing better patient care. Studies have found links between a physician’s knowledge, as measured by the ABIM MOC exam, and reductions in the likelihood of patient death, emergency room visits or hospitalizations as well as a reduced chance of receiving an inappropriate opioid prescription.
